Support for Intacct DTD 3.0

You can use the Intacct 3.0 DTD to Integrate your Intaact system with host of other systems like Salesforce,
Database, Microsoft GreatPlains, QuickBooks and other Database and File based System.

Batchsize feature for Intacct Adapter as reader (DTD 2.1)

The DBSync Batchsize feature which was seen with other adapters like Salesforce and Quickbooks, has now been enabled for Intacct adapter for
DTD version 2.1. With Intacct adapter as a Reader, you can query any required entity / object of Intacct in batches instead of querying the entire
schema of a particular entity / object.
